AGREEMENT

  between

AUSTRALIAN OPTICAL SOCIETY (AOS)

and

OPTICAL SOCIETY OF AMERICA (OSA)

To enhance relations and improve communications, the Australian Optical Society (AOS) and the Optical Society of America (OSA) agree as follows:

1.
Scientific Contacts

The OSA and AOS will encourage scientific contacts between members in their respective countries by exchanging information about their activities, particularly about their educational programs, meetings, conferences and publication activities.  In addition, Australasian members of OSA will be encouraged to join OSA as joint members of the two societies, and conversely, AOS members will be encouraged to join OSA as joint members of the two societies.

Membership Privileges

Regular members of one society will be extended the following privileges:

Submit papers to OSA or AOS meetings on the same terms as members


In addition to the privileges listed above, regular members of both societies (joint members) will be extended full membership privileges of each society, including, but not limited to:

Attend OSA or AOS meetings at member rates

Purchase individual journal subscriptions at the member rate

Editorial

OSA and AOS will assist each other in providing editorial support for their journals.

Limitations

4.1
Journals are supplied at member rates on the express understanding that 

they are for members’ personal use and will not be made available for 

library or departmental use.


4.2
No more that three journals may be ordered by any one member under 

these arrangements.

5.
Joint AOS and OSA Endeavors

5.1 
Whenever an AOS member pays to become an OSA member, the joint 

member will send his AOS membership receipt to OSA with his OSA 

membership application, and receive a $15 US discount from the OSA 

membership fee.


5.2  
AOS and OSA will keep each other informed of the officers of their 

respective societies and keep current their phone numbers, fax numbers, 

mailing addresses and email addresses.  Each society will designate an 

International Coordinator for each society.  The International Coordinators 

will communicate prior to September of each year to draft and provide an 

invitation letter for joint membership (signed by the President of AOS) to 

be circulated to Australasian OSA members with their annual dues notice. 

5.3  The OSA President-elect is invited to attend the AOS Biennial Meeting or the Australasian Conference on Optics, Lasers and Spectroscopy (ACOLS). OSA will cover international travel expenses, while the AOS will cover local travel expenses.  The schedule for future years will be:
